Conner High School reactivates their blood drive program

After along absence from the Hoxworth High School blood drive program,
Conner High School recently made a strong return. Thanks to the hard
work and dedication of Allyson Hurtt and the students from the health and
human services academy, over 150 students and teachers turned out for the
blood drive.

From the 125 units of blood collected, approximately 375 patients in local  conner student and Allyson Hurtt
hospitals will receive the life-saving blood they need to survive.

In order to reach this goal Ms. Hurtt and her students employed a variety of unique recruitment
tactics. During the sign-up period Buddy the Blood Drop, Hoxworth’s mascot, was utilized and
each student who made an appointment was given a “Future Blood Donor” sticker to wear.
Signs were posted on the entrances to the school to notify parents and visitors. The day before
the drive, bottled water with “Future Blood Donor” stickers were passed out as an additional
reminder that students needed to increase their fluid intake in order to have a successful
donation.

For Conner’s next blood drive they plan to go a

step further in communicating the upcoming

drive by utilizing the school’s automated call

system. This will enable the students to record information about the
blood drive and the automated calling system will deliver a message to
their parents or guardians by phone the night before the blood drive.
